Alpine Ski Racing Helmet Rule


On November 27, 2009 the OFSAA Representatives’ Council passed the following motion: “In both the OFSAA Giant Slalom and Slalom events, hard shell crash helmets (designed for Giant Slalom alpine ski racing) which provide complete head protection (front and back) and full ear protection are mandatory for all Level 1 and Level 2 competitors.” The decision was based on safety and liability. CWOSSA will also abide by this rule.
The other significant rule change is the “no climbing” rule:
Hiking to complete passage of a missed gate is only allowed in Slalom events. A competitor who misses a gate in a Slalom event may hike only if no interference with the following competitor will occur; a passed competitor may not continue on course. If a competitor misses a gate in a Giant Slalom event, he/she must immediately exit the course.
